Most members were against using tariffs to achieve the U.S. 

administrationôs trade and market access goals. Compared 

to the 2018 survey, when 68.8% of members opposed 

tariffs, this year 74.7% voiced their opposition. However, 

companies supported the U.S. government using other 

tools to achieve its trade and investment aims in China. 

Expanded government dialogue was the most favored 

(28.9%) by a slender margin. Exerting multilateral pressure, 

such as working with the European Union, was viewed
