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were major industrial hubs that saw immediate supply chain 
disruptions and halts to production.

These regions – many of them designated Advanced 
Manufacturing Hubs by the World Economic Forum – include 



universities, regulators and health organizations to support 
hospitals by 3D printing critical components, including face 
shields, that were delivered to Danish hospitals. In this case, 
additive manufacturing technology was especially useful where 
�exibility was extremely relevant in this special situation.
