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Opportunities for Africa to Join U.S. Clean 
Energy Supply Chains

In the three pieces of U.S. legislation enacted since 2021 that address energy and climate 
change, there are three possible arenas in which African countries might integrate with 
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1992 and 2015, crude oil constituted two-thirds of all U.S. commodity imports from the continent. 
However, following the advent of hydrologic fracturing (fracking) and the subsequent shale revolution, 
U.S. oil imports from African countries fell precipitously.
